● SAT/ACT scores not required for Fall 2024!!

● Essays
○ Answer the prompt
○ Tell your story - give insight into who you 

are
○ Be detailed but succinct
○ Do not use “one size fits all”
○ AI/Academic Integrity
○ Revise, revise, revise!

● FAFSA & CADAA applications use income data from 2022

● Students/Families filling out the FAFSA can use the IRS (Internal 
Revenue Service) Tax Data Retrieval Tool 

○ The 2022 income info needed will be transferred directly & 
securely from the IRS to the FAFSA

● Priority application is April 2, 2024 - APPLY EARLY!

● Financial Aid applications are used to calculate Financial Need
