Mathematics Courses and their Sequence 
Students will enter the sequence at different course levels depending on their educational background prior to PHS.

Each course is one year in length, and students must pass the previous course as a prerequisite for the next – in some cases, earning a “C or better” or an even higher grade is required.  Students cannot skip a course, and there are no “challenge exams”.
High School Graduation Requirements:  To be eligible to graduate in the Petaluma City Schools district, a student must pass Math 1 in junior high/middle school or in high school (State Educational Code), also a student must pass two mathematics courses in high school as well as an additional class, which can be a third mathematics course, a third science course, or a mathematics-related or science-related course.

College or University Eligibility: Students must pass with a “C or better” at least three of the college preparatory sequence* of mathematics courses beginning with Math 1.  This is part C of the A–G requirements for the University of California and the California State University systems.  However, nearly all colleges and universities highly recommend four or more years of college prep math for their applicants.  Some of the courses in this sequence may be completed in junior high or middle school.  AP Statistics is not a part of the sequence of courses that leads to the college level calculus series, however, it may be taken concurrently with either Calculus class or the Math Analysis class.
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
